TONE 1 / EOTHINON 4; TWENTY-SIXTH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

& FOURTEENTH SUNDAY OF LUKE
THE HOLY PROPHET ZEPHANIAH; MARTYRS AGAPIOS, SELEUKOS AND MAMAS;
VENERABLE THEODOULOS, EPARCH OF CONSTANTINOPLE; VENERABLE THEODOULOS OF CYPRUS

e During the Little Entrance, chant the Resurrectional Apolytikion. The Eisodikon (Entrance
Hymn) is “O come, let us worship... save us, O Son of God, Who art risen from the dead...”
After the Little Entrance, chant these hymns in the following order:

RESURRECTIONAL APOLYTIKION IN TONE ONE
While the stone was sealed by the Jews, and the soldiers were guarding Thy most pure body, Thou
didst arise on the third day, O Savior, granting life to the world. For which cause the heavenly
powers cried aloud unto Thee, O giver of life. Glory to Thy Resurrection, O Christ, glory to Thy
kingdom, glory to Thy providence, O Thou Who alone art the lover of mankind.

e Now sing the apolytikion of the patron saint or feast of the temple.

KONTAKION OF PREPARATION OF CHRIST’S NATIVITY IN TONE THREE
(**The original melody**) (CHANT) (CHORAL)
On this day the Virgin cometh to the cave to give birth to * God the Word ineffably, * Who was
before all the ages. * Dance for joy, O earth, on hearing * the gladsome tidings; * with the Angels
and the shepherds now glorify Him * Who is willing to be gazed on * as a young Child Who *
before the ages is God.

THE EPISTLE
(For the Twenty-Sixth Sunday after Pentecost)
Let Thy mercy, O Lord, be upon us. Rejoice in the Lord, O ye righteous.
The Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Ephesians. (5:8-19)

Brethren, walk as children of light—for the fruit of light is found in all that is good and
right and true—and try to learn what is pleasing to the Lord. Take no part in the unfruitful works
of darkness, but instead expose them. For it is a shame even to speak of the things that they do in
secret; but when anything is exposed by the light it becomes visible, for anything that becomes
visible is light. Therefore, it is said, “Awake, O sleeper, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall
give you light.” Look carefully then how you walk, not as unwise men but as wise, making the
most of the time, because the days are evil. Therefore, do not be foolish, but understand what the
will of the Lord is. And do not get drunk with wine, for that is debauchery; but be filled with the
Spirit, addressing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making
melody to the Lord with all your heart.

THE GOSPEL
(For the Fourteenth Sunday of Luke)
The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke. (18:35-43)

At that time, when Jesus drew near to Jericho, a blind man was sitting by the roadside
begging; and hearing a multitude going by, he inquired what this meant. They told him, “Jesus of
Nazareth is passing by.” And he cried, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” And those who
were in front rebuked him, telling him to be silent; but he cried out all the more, “Son of David,

have mercy on me!” And Jesus stopped, and commanded him to be brought to him; and when he
came near, Jesus asked him, “What do you want me to do for you?” He said, “Lord, let me receive
my sight.” And Jesus said to him, “Receive your sight; your faith has made you well.” And
immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus, glorifying God; and all the people, when
they saw it, gave praise to God.

e The Divine Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom continues as usual.
