They were at the tomb early in the morning and did not 

find His body; and they came back saying that they had even seen a vision of angels, who said that 

He was alive. Some of those who were with us went to the tomb, and found it just as the women 

had said, but Him they did not see.” And Jesus said to them, “O foolish men, and slow of heart to 

believe all that the prophets have spoken! Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer these 

things and enter into His glory?” And beginning with Moses and all the prophets, He interpreted 

to them in all the Scriptures the things concerning Himself.

Therefore, we extol thee, O Father: Rejoice, bright glory of monastics; rejoice, shining pillar of 

chastity. Rejoice, far-seen token of courage; rejoice, proof of all-wise prudence. Rejoice, impartial 

scales of exact justice; rejoice, thou who madest the fervency of thy deeds conformable to reason. 

Rejoice, mind enjoying ineffable intellections; rejoice, thou who didst reverently study all creation. 

Rejoice, thou by whom demons have been shamed; rejoice, thou by whom every passion is slain. 

Rejoice, haven for those in the tempest of life; rejoice, savior of them that faithfully cry to thee: 

Rejoice, O Father Athanasius. 

 

THE SYNAXARION (Plain Reading) 

On July 5 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemorate our Venerable and God-bearing Father 

Athanasius of Athos, and his six disciples who died with him. 
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Verses 

Anthony the Great was the inception of the Fathers, 

And divine Athanasius, their godly culmination. 

On the fifth, Angels took Athanasius and his disciples to the City of God. 
 

Born in Trebizond of God-fearing parents, he was early left destitute, but, by the providence of 

God, a high-ranking army officer took him to Constantinople and educated him there. Finishing 

his schooling, Athanasius eventually moved to the Holy Mountain to live in silence and strict 

asceticism. Many, desirous of the ascetic life, began to gather round him and he was constrained 

to build the famous Lavra. The Byzantine Emperors gave him generous help in this. Manifold 

temptations came upon Athanasius, from demons and from men, but he, as a valiant soldier of 

Christ, resisted and overcame them all by his immense humility and unceasing prayer to the living 

God. Filled with the grace of God, he was found worthy to behold the most holy Mother of God, 

who miraculously brought forth water from a rock. Death came to him suddenly in 1003. He, 

together with six of his monks, had climbed up onto a newly-constructed part of the church to 

inspect a wall that was in building when the wall fell in and buried them all. Athanasius appeared 

a number of times to his brethren after his death, to console or rebuke them. 

On this day, we also commemorate Venerable Lampados of Irenoupolis; and Venerable 

hieromartyr Cyprian of Mount Athos. By the intercessions of Thy Saints, O Christ our God, have 

mercy upon us. Amen. 
 

THE KATAVASIAE OF THE THEOTOKOS CANON IN TONE FOUR (KAZAN) (CROW) 

Ode 1. I shall open my mouth and it will be filled with the Spirit; and I shall speak forth to the 

Queen and Mother. I shall be seen joyfully singing her praises, and I shall delight to sing of her 

wonders.

All creation was amazed at thy divine glory, for thou, O unwedded Virgin, didst hold in 

thee the God of all, and didst bear the Eternal Son, Who rewards with salvation all those who hymn 

thy praises. 

Ode 6. As we the Godly-minded, celebrate this sacred and all-honorable feast of the Mother of 

God: come, let us clap our hands together and glorify the God Whom she bore. 

Ode 7. The Godly-minded children worshipped not the creature rather than the Creator, but 

trampling upon the threat of fire in manly fashion, they rejoiced and sang: O All-praised Lord and 

God of our Fathers, blessed art Thou. 
 

We praise, we bless, and we worship the Lord. 

Ode 8. The three holy children in the furnace the Child of the Theotokos saved; then was the type, 

now is its fulfillment, and the whole world gathers to sing: All ye works praise the Lord and 

magnify Him unto all ages.
