And they went out quickly and fled from
the tomb; for trembling and astonishment had come upon them; and they said nothing to anyone,
for they were afraid.

with whole-burnt offerings Thou shalt not be pleased. A sacrifice unto God is a broken spirit; a
heart that is broken and humbled God will not despise. Do good, O Lord, in Thy good pleasure
unto Zion, and let the walls of Jerusalem be built up. Then shalt Thou be pleased with a sacrifice
of righteousness, with oblation and whole-burnt offerings. Then shall they offer bullocks upon
Thine altar.

SEVENTH TONE RESURRECTIONAL KONTAKION AND OIKOS (Plain Reading)
No longer will the dominion of death be able to keep men captive; for Christ hath descended,
destroying and dispelling the powers thereof. Hades is bound; the Prophets rejoice with one accord,
saying: The Savior hath come for them that have faith. Come forth, ye faithful, for the
Resurrection.

The nethermost regions, Hades and death, trembled below today beholding One of the Trinity. The
earth was shaken, and the gatekeepers of Hades, on seeing Thee, were terrified. But the whole
creation rejoiceth with the prophets and chanteth a song of victory unto Thee, our Redeemer and
God, Who hast now destroyed the power of death. Let us shout with jubilation, and let us cry unto
Adam and unto Adam’s children: The Tree hath given him entry. Come forth, ye faithful, for the
Resurrection.

THE SYNAXARION (Plain Reading)
On November 22 in the Holy Orthodox Church we continue to celebrate the Entrance of the
Theotokos, and we commemorate the holy Apostles of the Seventy: Philemon, Apphia, Archippos
and Onesimos, disciples of the Apostle Paul.

Verses
O Disciples of Christ, when called by Christ Jesus,
Ye ran upon a strange road unto your calling.
On the twenty-second they carried Philemon hence.

Philemon was a wealthy nobleman from Colossae in Phrygia; Apphia was his wife who cared for
the sick and vagrants. Philemon became Bishop of the Church in Gaza; Archippus became Bishop
in Colossae. Onesimus, who was formerly an unbeliever and slave of Philemon, stole certain of
his vessels and fled to Rome. However, on finding him there, the Apostle Paul guided him onto
the path of virtue and the knowledge of the truth, and sent him back to his master Philemon, to
whom he wrote an epistle (one of the fourteen Biblical epistles of Saint Paul). In this epistle, Paul
commended Onesimus to his master and reconciled the two. Onesimus was later made a bishop;
in Greece he is honored as the patron Saint of the imprisoned. All these Saints received their end
by martyrdom in the first century.
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On this day, we also commemorate Clement, bishop of Ochrid and enlightener of Bulgaria;
Martyr Cecilia of Rome and those with her; Venerable Kallistos Xanthopoulos of Athos; Martyr
Michael, prince of Tver; and Venerable lakovos of Evia. By their holy intercessions, O God, have
mercy upon us. Amen.

KATAVASIAE OF THE FIRST CANON OF CHRIST’S NATIVITY IN TONE ONE
(HTM) (KAZAN)
Ode 1 (2). Christ is born, give ye glory. Christ is come from Heaven, receive ye Him. Christ is on
earth, be ye exalted. Sing unto the Lord all the earth and sing praises in gladness, O ye peoples;
for He hath been glorified.

Ode 3 (1). To the Son Who was begotten of the Father before the ages without change, and in
these last days was without seed made flesh of the Virgin, to Christ our God let us cry aloud: Thou
Who hast raised up our horn, holy art Thou, O Lord.

Ode 4 (1). Rod of the root of Jesse, and flower that blossomed from his stem, O Christ, Thou hast
sprung from the Virgin; from the mountain densely overshadowed hast Thou come, O Praised
One, made flesh of her that knew not wedlock.

Ode 6 (1). The sea-monster spat forth Jonah as it had received him like a babe from the womb; while
the Word, having dwelt in the Virgin and taken flesh, came forth from her yet kept her incorrupt.
For being Himself not subject to corruption, He preserved His Mother free from harm.

Ode 7 (1). Scorning the impious decree, the Children brought up in godliness feared not the threat
of fire, but standing in the midst of the flames, they chanted: O God of our Fathers, blessed art
Thou.

We praise, we bless, and we worship the Lord.

Ode 8 (1). The furnace moist with dew was the image and figure of a wonder past nature; for it
burned not the Youths whom it had received, even as the fire of the Godhead consumed not the
Virgin’s womb into which it had descended. Wherefore in praise let us sing: Let all creation bless
the Lord, and supremely exalt Him unto all the ages.

Deacon: The Theotokos and Mother of the Light let us honor and magnify in song.

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For the Resurrection in Tone Seven
Verse 1. This glory shall be to all His saints.

Verse 2. Praise God in His sanctuary: praise Him in the firmament of His power.
Seeing the Resurrection of Christ, let us worship the holy Lord Jesus, Who alone is blameless of
all error.

Verse 3. Praise Him for His mighty acts: praise Him according to His excellent greatness.
Verily, we cease not worshipping the Resurrection of Christ; for we are saved from our sins. Holy,
therefore, is the Lord Jesus Who didst manifest the Resurrection.

Yea, He hath done
this, the Benefactor of ingrates, the Savior of captives, the Sun of justice to those lying in darkness,
the Passionless on the Cross, the Light in Hades, the Life in death, and the Resurrection of the
fallen. Wherefore, do we cry to Him: O our God, glory to Thee.

For the Entrance in Tone One (**Thou art the joy**)
Verse 5. Praise Him with the timbrel and dance; praise Him with stringed instruments and organs.
As they resplendently lead in the Ever-virgin Maid, * lamp-bearing virgins clearly show the future
in spirit; * for since she herself is the temple of God, * to the temple of God the Lord * the
Theotokos is led from her tender youth * with the glory of virginity.

Verse 6. Praise Him upon the loud cymbals; praise Him upon the high-sounding cymbals. Let
everything that hath breath praise the Lord.

The Theotokos, a holy promise’s glorious fruit, * is shown to all of mankind as exalted above all; *
and she doth fulfill what her parents had vowed, * as in all godly piety * she is escorted now into
the house of God, * the Divine Spirit preserving her.

Verse 7. Virgins shall be brought to the King after her: her companions shall be brought unto
Thee.

In the Lord’s temple with faith thou wast raised on heavenly bread, * whereafter thou, O Virgin,
didst conceive for the whole world * the Word, the Bread of Life, to Whom thou wast
betrothed * as a temple elect and pure * by the Divine Spirit mystically, and wast wed * unto God
the Father blamelessly.

Verse 8. With gladness and rejoicing shall they be brought: they shall be brought into the temple
of the King.

Now let the gate of the temple of God be opened wide; * for she who is the temple and throne of
the King of all * today is brought in glory by Joachim, who * consecrateth her to the Lord, * Who
had Himself truly chosen her out of all * to become His Mother in the flesh.
