Jesus was teaching in the synagogue on a Sabbath, or
day of worship. There was a woman who could not walk
straight. She was bent over when she walked. She had
been like this for eighteen years. When Jesus saw her, he
stopped teaching. He called to her and said, “Woman,
you are freed from having to walk bent over.” He laid his
hands upon her, and instantly she stood up straight. She
praised God!

But the ruler of the synagogue said to the crowd that
Jesus should not have healed on the Sabbath, because
healing is a type of work, and we are not supposed to
work on the Sabbath. Jesus said, “If you have an animal
who needs water, don’t you untie it and lead it to wa-
ter?” He then explained that healing is from God, and
that the woman should not have to wait even one more
day to receive healing. The people were so happy to hear
these words of Jesus!
